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GLOBAL CORPORATE DOMICILE : 
 
Pascas Global Ltd is to be domiciled in the Bahamas with offices in 
Nassau. 
 
This is in keeping with the proposed establishment of Pascas Health 
Sanctuary in Nassau with a Pascas Health Clinic to be established on Bimini Island. 
 
The global structure will be: 
 
Pascas Global Ltd -  being Treasury     - funded by share subscription in $1,000 parcels. 
 
Pascas Global Ltd will fund each country of operation via way of Pascas Health (name of country) Ltd. 
 
Within each country of operation, fixed assets (land and buildings as well as plant and equipment) will 
be isolated from the trading entities. 
 
Special purpose entities (new health technology, new agriculture innovations, etc) will be funded 
directly by Pascas Global.  It is envisaged that many of these will be joint venture enterprises being 
driven by the passion and enthusiasm of the innovators behind the new technology initiatives. 
 
With new innovations, shareholders will be offered the opportunity to invest directly into the new 
technology entity or by way of investment through Pascas Global Ltd. 
 
Those shareholders who have specific projects that they wish to pursue, that are in line with Pascas 
Global capabilities and agenda, will be supported as though that particular project is a joint venture or as 
appropriate. 
 
The skills and technologies and procedures, as well as ethos, are to be made available to all who wish to 
align themselves generally with Pascas, and we are to present a common face.  
 
The new technology companies, overall, will be considered to be high risk with a high potential for 
significant profit. 
 
Pascas Health operations within developed nations will be structured to be financially viable on the 
same bench marks for projected profits as with any other enterprise as you would expect within 
developed economic zones such as USA or Australia. 
 
Pascas Health operations within emerging economies will be structured to be long term financially 
sustainable.  That is, within three years, their incomes are to meet their operating costs.  In the short term, 
funding is to be derived from within the global operations and ongoing shareholder support. 
 
This is not a charitable structure.  This is a long term financially sustainable enterprise. 
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Bahamas Tax Treatment of Offshore Operations 

In the Bahamas there is no income or corporation tax, no capital gains tax, no VAT or sales tax, and no 
withholding tax.  Companies and partnerships pay annual fees to the Government depending on their 
nature and capitalization.  There is stamp duty and there are some property taxes.  Exempted Limited 
Partnerships are exempt from both, as are Trusts provided that their beneficiaries are non-resident. 
Banks and Trust Companies (i.e., administrators of trusts) are also exempt provided that they have non-
resident licenses (this is a matter of practice - a license is issued as resident or non-resident depending on 
circumstances).  All of the offshore entities, and non-resident domestic companies, are exempt from 
exchange controls.  Mutual Funds are exempt from taxes and exchange controls if they have an 
appropriate corporate form; in practice therefore they are exempt. 

The Bahamas has no income tax, profits tax, business tax, sales tax, capital gains tax, wealth tax, or 
withholding tax.  It levies no inheritance, gift, or estate taxes and has no death duties.  Resident 
companies, partnerships, individuals, and trusts, as well as non-residents and non-resident-controlled 
Bahamian entities, all enjoy this tax-free regime.  The government raises revenue primarily from 
customs duties and license fees (a form of turnover tax) instead.  Customs duties are summarized in 
`Part 5, Foreign Trade, Imports', and business license fees are described in `Part 11, Taxation In The 
Bahamas, Business License Fees'. 
 
Even if taxes were to be introduced in the future, many enterprises would remain exempt from them in 
accordance with the Hotels Encouragement Act (see `Part 2, Incentives and Financing, Investment 
Incentives') and free trade zone laws (see `Part 5, Foreign Trade, Free Trade Zones'). 
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OVERRIDING ETHOS :

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PASCAS HEALTH CLINIC : 
 
Entry to a clinic is via PASCAS CAFÉ which is an educational unit in nutrition, new technologies and 
the construct of spiritual wellbeing as being relevant to everyone’s long term health. 
 
Generally speaking, the Clinic will appear to be much the same as any other clinic. 
 
The Day Care treatment facility within each clinic is designed to deal with some major life threatening 
illness such as HIV / AIDS, tuberculosis and malaria.  These programs will involve patients who will 
participate in programs twice a week for up to twelve weeks.  During this involvement, much will be 
provided to support them including the dissemination of information which is essentially structured to 
remove fear (fear of death) and reduce real or perceived boundaries as well as life support skills. 
 
As a result of the treatment modalities, there will be a need to introduce to some emerging economies, 
new ways of job involvement and industries that lift standards of living will be made available via the 
education and training facilities associated with Pascas Café. 
 
Utilising Virionyx, Vos Amo Ozone and Procell edible vaccines, cost of treatments are significantly 
reduced as well as avoidance of the use of drugs is achieved.  Each clinic will be able to assist 7,000
