or 'Everything is perfect in God's Plan - you juosed to perceive it differently’. People who saghs
things seem to have no idea how smug and nastysthayd. Nor of the hurt they cause.

Fourteen years ago | had a lower back crisis ircvithree disks herniated and a tendon tore. The pa
was as high on the scale as it can go. | was ibleésr, then on sticks and it took seven yearsdover.

Early on, as | hobbled awkwardly on sticks, a ng& woman came up to me, poked her face in mine and
loudly stated, 'You know what Louise Hay says aldowter back crises, don't you!" She was typical of
many.

A friend recently had a severe heart crisis, waklealy taken to hospital and told that his life vaasisk.
He told me that what really frightened him was tth@ught of informing his spiritual friends, becatlbey
would use it as an opportunity to be self-righteand tell him what he was getting wrong in his.life

Of course in both my and his case there were gessbhs to be learned, but our life or mobility were
threatened and we deserved compassionate friesdlingsn't spiritual development about increasing
compassion and love? It does not help to have soenehiming, 'You asked for it. Told you so.' Evien

we did create those illnesses, kindness and sujpperheeded so that we can begin to understand the
process.

These minor examples of personal distress are mpttompared to the more dramatic tragedies being
endured on the world stage. What follows is re¢estimony from a woman at the centre of the Darfur
crisis (New Internationalist, June 2007):

'My baby boy was thrown on the fire in front of mily daughter was older. They thought she was a boy
so they slaughtered her too - they snapped herlikechk chicken. Some of the children they threswd

They used thbse
us who were left as donkeys.'

In spite of everything, | still believe that peoplee really good at heart. Anne Frank.
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Surely all this suffering can only be approachethwstiliness, humility and wisdom of the heart. tMath
half-baked metaphysics and denial. It is pure ignoe, shameful and cold-hearted emotional cruelty
suggest that these women and children asked ferdigstiny, deserved it, chose it or created thein o
reality. It completely misunderstands karma dredlaws of attraction.

There is a frequent error of assuming that sow® ltamplete control and choice over their incaoresi
New souls entering for the first time, for exampheay simply be drawn to where there is a newly
conceived foetus. They may have no choice butattigipate in the collective rhythm and cycle. fehe
are more dynamics in incarnation than simple choice

Equally we do not create our lives in isolation.e \pass through collective historical and karmicnéve
over which we may have little individual power. \&ge participants as souls and as biological creatu

in a constellation of relationships that includes species, our gender, our family, our ancestous,
ethnicity and faith. Our parents and children,dgample, are within us, as we are also within thewle

are not just individual souls creating our own wndual lives and futures. We are also subjectshef
group soul and our histories and futures are emvinAs a species we have created a shared karma of
suffering, and it is as a collective that we expece, redeem and heal it. The collective affeceh ¢he
most forceful individual.

The redemption of all this lies in the fact thatleaf us has the freedom and power to adopt our own
inner attitude regardless of circumstances. |@spired, for example, by the Catholic priests whose
the way of self-sacrifice and walked with their Jg@wparishioners into the Nazi gas chambers.

It is also completely banal and naive to suggest eélierything in God's world is good and that ialisa
matter of perception. Faced with the reality dheee-year old child being sexually abused, itinspdy
not possible to make such a statement and be mdiré. in facing reality, not denying it, being our
hearts, that we grow and become wiser.

At the same time | fully appreciate how difficultis to be fully present to suffering. For somele it is
overwhelming because it triggers their own painut Booner or later on the spiritual path we have to
develop the courage and strength to stay stabléoaimy when faced with these horrors.

The concept of karma is much maligned and misutalgils As an ancient theory that is more about
living a balanced life than fatalism or retributjonhdeserves another look. A compilation of essary the
subject by prominent thinkers from the world ovaysthat karma is a dynamic and creative proceds th
produces order out of chaos incessantly and isngalg a harmonizer to continually restore cosmic
balance.

The term 'karma’ regularly pops up in movies, costips, TV soaps, and, of course, in the convienssit

of ordinary people. But as a concept it remainsumierstood, if not misused, despite a wealth of
material on the subject. In mass consciousnesajkaonjures up a variety of images ranging from a
rigid law of merciless retribution to deterministiatalism that leaves no room for human free will.
Intellectuals denounce karma as a doctrine cretdeaistify social inequalities like the Hindcaste
system, and as an excuse to shrink from creatigagement with life. Does karma as a theory deserve
such denouncement?

That we live in an interconnected, interdependemvarse in which all things everywhere exist in a
complex and dynamic web of interrelationships aist fgaining acceptance in philosophical and sdienti
circles. This is in tune with the underlying essenf the karma doctrine. Further, this emergialishic
paradigm paves the way for the accommodation afikan the modern world-view. Eastern and western
scholars, psychologists, astrologers, economisisagen-minded scientists are already studying karma
and its implications in the light of new insights.

The Theosophical Societhas compiled the bookarma: Rhythmic Return to Harmon{Motilal
Banarsidass), which presents a wide spectrum ofi@s, including those of Emerson, Aldous Huxley,
the great astrologer Dane Rudhyar, psychologistsgidn analysts and other scholars. These views
though diverse, contain explicitly or implicitly éhconcept of karma as the harmonizer that restores
balance.

ENGAGING THE WEST

Karma as a concept was first introduced in the Wgdhe likes of Emerson. Later, it was expounited
great detail towards the end of the 19th centurHt®. Blavatskyfounder of the Theosophical Society
and author of the esoteric clas$tte Secret DoctrineThe Theosophical Society has been in the fonéfro
of clearing the cobwebs of confusion that had cedé¢he true nature of karma.

Karma is both simple and complex, with many sulatethat are frequently overlooked. Its fundamlenta
aspect is its balancing role in nature. It isdedd that imbalance exists between the individadl the
world until all karmic consequences are met. Kawgaa then be seen as the harmonizer that restores
balance. The karmic law is thus more organic theterministic.

In the bookKarma... Shirley Nicholson points out that karma is muliensional, rather than linear or
rigid. Karma as a direct relationship between eaasd effect is too simplistic. Everything affects
everything else here. [hhe Secret Doctrin®lavatsky does not see karma as a mechanicalfdeysn
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eye' law. She sees karma continuously restorieghdrmonious state of the cosmos whenever it is
disturbed. She calls it "the source, origin anghtoof all the laws which exist throughout Nature”.

Human beings are responsible for their actionsjltiag in personal karma. Karma and reincarnation
inseparable. Karma is the force that impels remetgon. The hypothesis is that in any one life sogv
the seeds of the personality of the next incarnatiStrands of our individual karma are interwowveéth
those of our nation and other groups with which lve@e strong ties. So our actions do affect all of
humanity.

Karma is not fatalism. Our lives are neither absay determined nor absolutely free. We live adow

to a "determined track within whose unformed paggity lies the opportunity for change and growth",
according to Blavatsky. We cannot alter the p&iit we can influence the future anytime by pouiimg
new energies in new directions.

The injustice and inequality prevailing in the wbdo not make the karmic law a mockery. Accordimg
Emerson, all seems governed by the "deep remeatize that underlies all facts". He asserts thahew
calamity has in it the seed of some positive tramsétional benefit, which will be revealed over ¢im
Aldous Huxley reminds us that the karmic equivaéen€ action and reward is not always obvious and
material. "The bad man in prosperity may, unkndwmimself, be darkened and corroded with inward
rust, while the good man under afflictions may bethe rewarding process of spiritual growth," says
Huxley.

KARMA IN WORLD RELIGIONS

Though karma as a concept originated in Ingiailar ideas can be
found in religions and cultures around the worlthe Buddhistview
of karma, which places foremost importance on casipa and
mindfulness, perhaps is the strongest reply tardhienalist argument
that karma destroys free will.

Joseph Goldstein says that the Buddha used the teamma’
specifically referring to volition. It is motivath that determines the
karmic fruit. Each mental state that we experiefucther conditions
and strengthens it. So we have the enormous regjlity to become
conscious of the intentions behind our actions. ndt, we will
mindlessly act on unskilful volitions creating faeusuffering.

Mindfulnessplays a critical role in the unfolding of karma Buddhism. Two important aspects of
mindfulness are clear comprehension and suitabilitypurpose. Clear comprehension means paying
attention to the present moment. This allows usdosider the suitability of purpose, which means
knowing whether the actions are skilful or unskilfu

Compassion and insight arise from understandingh&arWhen we see that harmful actions rebound in
suffering not only to the victim but also to thepetrator, we can respond to both with compassibime
Buddha said that even one moment of concentratgdgeindness towards all beings is powerful and
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that one moment of deeply seeing the impermandntenaf phenomena is even more powerful because it
de-conditions attachment and paves the way forat@chment.

The karmic energy generated by constant observatidnawareness of the transient nature of things is
tremendous force that leads to happiness and fneeds Ananda Coomaraswamy concludes in his essay
in Karma.., Buddhism dismisses the transmigration of 's@urid' teaches the transmigration of ‘character’,
personality without a person. In the Buddhist viskandhasr bundles of attributes transmigrate from
life to life.

Karma is essentially cosmic balance and harmonige flindamental forces that act on human life are
karma—the pull of the past—arsivadharmathe developmental attraction of the future. Arrobindo
arrived at the conclusion that parallel to biol@ievolution, an evolution of consciousness takesep
over successive lifetimes leading to the emergesfca new species—the supramental being. His
philosophy of Integral Yogamphasizes that "we can learn to cooperate waHa of karma in its role

of forwarding cosmic evolution”, says Haridas Chawrd

Christians have always had doubts regarding karBwst. Geddes MacGregor points out that karmic law
does not necessarily exclude grace and redemgtrongh the death and resurrection of Jesus Chinst.
his Sermon on the Mountlesus said: "Do not imagine that | have comebwligh the Law or the
Prophets. | have come not to abolish but comphatmt” Grace puts a person in a privileged positbor

it no more erases the Law than my good fortuneawirty a good teacher absolves me from the need to
learn. So Christianity can take the karmic prifender its wings.

The law of karma can be found in Kabbalah too. Habrew termtikun derives from the root-word
meaning 'to rectify, redeem or make whole'. Acoaydo the Kabbalah, every human soul has a unique
role to play in the divine plan, similar to the ldin concept of dharma. Several incarnations, called
gilgulim, are necessary for the soul to accomplish thisions Kabbalists believe the Divine guides us
towards ourtikun in life through meaningful coincidences similartte concept of synchronicity. The
presence of joy in any endeavour is the key thaaredollowing outtikun.

KARMA IN MODERN THOUGHT

The emergence of transpersonal and spiritual id@ascontemporary western
psychology has helped throw new light on the doetof karma. Harold Coward says
that the main basis of Jung's understanding of &axame from his study of Patanjali's
Yoga Sutras Jung formulated his archetypes in terms of #gmenla theory. Says Jung:
"We may accept the idea of karma only if we underdtit as 'psychic heredity' in the
very widest sense of the word." In his later tHotugung saw karma as the motivation
for knowledge that leads from past life into this bnd onto future lives.

The strongest influence of the karma theory viatthespersonal school on modern

psychology has been the use of eastern methodseditation as ways to turn off
karmic conditioning and resultant mental filteriagd to open up new awareness. Karma and reb&th ar
now challenging some basic assumptions of modeychogogy.
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Jungian analyst Roger Woolger translatamskarasas a past lifeor karmic complex, which offers the

The goal of the Yogic,aJainBuddhist Shramanic traditions is to undo all
karmic compulsions through the process of purifozat All these traditions insist on the taking \@that
form non-bindingsamskarasnd eliminate negative karmic influences.

Renunciation of the fruits of action does not mehanning the world. When the distinctions between
doer, doing and done dissolve, then action of tighdst order happens. Thus karma becomes non-
binding and helps liberate others also. Fromgtage of pure consciousness, acts of true creatvise.

Kriya Yoga, propounded by Paramahansa Yoganaraigsdends the karmic process through mindfulness
and specifically designed techniques that work loakcas. In the resulting balanced awareness, one i
neither motivated by karma nor does one generatekaema.

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When | came to her, she was unable to open her é9as was swollen shut and the other was mutilated
almost beyond recognition. Pieces of one of heseyere detached from her face and on the ground.
Her mouth had been slashed and her teeth had Ineekdd in, but her tongue was still in enough of on
piece and she was able to enunciate my name surffigithat it was audible.

She was wearing only her blouse. Her skirt hachbbeenoved and she was bleeding profusely between
her legs. Her genitals were ripped and disfigured.

She was a very young girl, | would estimate betwk@mand 11 years old. It was clear from whatdlitif
her figure that was still recognizable as a humaindy that she had been a very beautiful young. lady

Her situation was the result of being raped anddmedy a soldier involved in the civil war in her
homeland. By some estimates, she was among soenaition casualties of that conflict.

Now, Walter and Nick, because of the extent ofgtersical injuries, | was in no position to do ménan
receive her into my heart when she passed over.

When she did pass over and lose her connectioernt@Hysical body, | took her into my heart and held
her there for a long time. Her experience jusbmptd her physical death was extremely traumagtie
needed a lot of reassurance that she was going tikdy, that the experience she had just beenghrou
was completed and the soldier who had done thigtaould not reach her because she had passecdion t
new plane of existence.

We spoke for some time. | was only there to haprhake her transition, because a group of Souts wh
looked after Melita and many of her country’s vias$i in that conflict were about to begin her prefpana
for a more complete transition to an existence auitta physical body.

But she had a lot of questions for me.

She wanted to know why this had happened to hbe s8id she became a Christian to make this world a
better place. She said she promised God to belékes and make his love known to the people in her
village and beyond. She said she believed hehé&aovhen they told her that she could do this by
accepting Christ into her life.

But as she looked at what was left of her phydicaly, she felt she had let me down, that somehaw sh
should have done something to prevent this all fr@ppening.

| told her a little of my own story about my ownysical death as Jesus, to reassure her that shadohad
all she could and that she would have another d¢ppity to live up to her promise. It was not cléaher
exactly what this meant, but she felt better whtaid her this.

When someone undergoes such an experience, ittakes a while to get reoriented to the realityhefir
situation. It takes time to remember that they enadchoice as a Soul to come to earth and assume a
physical body. It can take a while to realize tthas experience can be used as a tool for helghiag

Soul grow.
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| revisited this wonderful Soul some time after dta worked through her experience and she had
already made a decision about what she wanted ito alaler to live up to her promise to God.

She told me that her teachers had been explainimgit how difficult a life this young man, the seid
who had raped and beaten her, was living up tgtnet that he took her physical life. She said fdte
great compassion from her teachers for this youag and she understood what was needed to help him
to be released from the burden that had come upomwhen he joined the group that destroyed Melita’s
village and killed her.

She was told that he will have an opportunity taew his actions at the time of his own physicahttie
and that he will feel many of the feelings she vetien he attacked her. This made her very sadusec
she did not wish for another to have to go throwplat she felt in the moments leading up to her ghys
death.

She told me that she would prepare herself to bedummother in a future lifetime and that she wdog
able to give him enough love that he would not bee@ soldier and take the actions he did in thes li
She asked me if that would allow her to live uinéo promise to God.

| responded, “yes”.
This is a true story, my friends. And you shouftbw that the Soul that had previously incarnated as
Melita has already reincarnated as a young womamagt is her hope that when the time is righd #n

Heaven allows, she will give birth to a son thatis incarnation of the man who raped and beatt®eli
